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Paeroa man
defies the odds
and gives back
to life-saving

Martin van de Wetering is busy polish-
ing his Harley Davidson, but buffing
the bike, let alone riding it, is something
doctors never thought he’d be able to do
after he suffered a severe brain aneurysm
back in 2020.

In fact, neurosurgeons didn’t give him “a
hope in hell” of ever walking again.

Five years on, Martin is taking every-
thing in his stride, but he hasn’t forgotten
the St John ambulance crew who helped
save his life.

Martin, from Paeroa, was walking home

one night when he collapsed on his front
deck. His wife, Sally, and daughter Anja
found him and called 111.

“There happened to be a Waihi crew just
coming into Paeroa. So, they just had to
go around the corner, and they were at my
place,” he said.

The crew attended to Martin before he
was flown to Waikato Hospital, where he
spent between 9-10 weeks in the ICU and
neurosurgery ward.

“And in the end,” he says, “I was very
lucky to recover.”

Martin had suffered a severe brain aneu-
rysm which came “straight out of the blue”.

“In the end, I was conscious,” he says,
“but I just wasn’t there. The family would
go and visit me, and I'd just be away with
the fairies. [Doctors] ended up putting a
magnetic shunt in my head to relieve the
pressure off the brain, and the moment
they did that, I say I woke up. That’s when
I started to recognise everybody and got
my memory back and everything. So, I'm
extremely fortunate.”

none of them expected him to ever walk
again, let alone be able to function, and
because of his prompt care by the Waihi
St John ambulance crew who attended to

him that day, he wanted to pay it forward.
He read The Profile’s February 25 story
about Waiht’s Johnston St ambulance sta-
tion needing more funds to complete its
rebuild, and thought he’d do his bit to help
out, utilising a sport he’s been heavily in-
volved in for decades - clay target shooting.
He and his daughter Anja have

accumulated a number of world champ titles all
around the world, and Martin has been president
oftheThamesClayTargetClubfornearly20years.

“I decided to put a shoot on to raise some
funds, and I just went round and contacted peo-
ple I know in the sport and visited our club and
tried to rally up some support,” he said.

“It was a little bit last minute, and so we didn’t
quite get the numbers there that I hoped for, but
I have to say, I was just absolutely astounded
with the generosity of the people in our sport.”

On March 30, more than $3000 was raised
from the shoot, while at Whitianga the week be-
fore, another $600 was collected by the passing
around of a hat.

“So we were able to make a $3600 donation to
the station fund over at Waihi. It was just a way
of g,i’ving back to St John’s for what they did for
me

Not only was Martin’s prompt assistance a
literal lifeline, but after his release from hospi-
tal, he said St John continued to provide fault-
less care. “In the last four-and-a-half years, I've
struggled with severe blood clots, heart prob-
lems, you name it, and I've had to call 111 several
times, and in some cases be taken to A&E.
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“I know they’re not always immediately avail-
able, but the crew on the night I collapsed were
coming into Paeroa to relieve, because all the lo-
cal crews were out on calls. They back each other
up, and you can’t fault them,” he said.

Martin heads to the Thames Clay Target Club
off Ngati Maru Highway every week, and the
week he chats with The Profile, he is preparing
to host more than 100 students from Auckland
to Taupo for a secondary school shoot.

He and Anja are also vying to qualify for New
Zealand teams for the 2026 worlds, which will be
held in Christchurch.

He’s feeling great, he said, hence why he’s pol-
ishing his bike.

“I count myself as one of the very few fortunate
ones, after all, the neurosurgeon I saw in Wai-
kato Hospital, a few months after my release, he
turned to me and said: ‘Well, you’re a walking
miracle’.

“He said: ‘None of us in neurosurgery gave you
a hope in hell of ever walking again, let alone be-
ing able to function as a human being’. I can only
count myself as extremely lucky,” Martin said,
“and I cherish every moment”.

he Paeroa Hills development

is taking shape in the town’s
former racecourse which, when
completed, will bring a boost to
the local population.

The racecourse had sat largely
vacant since the last horse bolt-
ed in 2012, but since developers
Wayne and Chloe Wright cut the
chains of the gates in November,
2020, movement began to wel-
come in “a new, modern Paeroa”.

The site will see a roundabout
installed off Thames Rd, residen-
tial living, green spaces, a com-
mercial zone, and a chapel hold-
ing a special memory of Chloe,
who passed away in September,
2023, and who spoke of her de-
sire to create “history” and a
place she hoped was “unlike any
other”.

“We're building a fantas-
tic chapel amongst the trees,”
Wayne told The Profile.

“As you come in the gate on to
the property and turn left and
go up that little hill, you look out
over the property.

“On that ridge line will be a
chapel that she had started de-
signing and that I've had the
designer carry on and finish off.
And therell be a memory to her
inside that.”

Currently, work is being done
to change the terrain of the for-
mer racecourse. Crossfalls and
pits are being put in to catch
water, while the soil is being
consolidated in preparation to
become the final level for roads,
stormwater and sewer pipes, and
the like.

Currently, work is being done to change the terrain of the former Paeroa racecourse.

Wayne said progress will be
spread over the next three years,
with the current work cycle con-
tinuing until winter.

“Then there’ll be a pause of
probably four months because
we can't work in the dirt,” he
said, “but then next summer we’ll
make some major improvements

o

in terms of progress, and by the
time next winter comes, we'll
have some roads and formation
down and it'll be a much easier
site to work on through the win-
ter.”

Hauraki district Mayor Toby
Adams said the development,
coupled with the work happen-

ing at the close-by Longridge
Retirement Village, could boost
Paeroa’s population by up to 30
per cent. “It’s definitely growing,
and the community is changing,
which is not a bad thing,” he said.

He also said it was great to have
someone so passionate about the
area behind the project.
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“Particularly Wayne on this one
where he has always said this is a
passion project and a legacy pro-
ject in memory of his wife

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New $530k playground celebrated

he smell of fresh bark chip

was still in the air as Ngatea
Primary School celebrated the
opening of its new $530,000
playground on April 10.

With an area of 1035 square
metres, the spacious adventure
space features multiple slides,
climbing frames, huts, and
other obstacles for the children
to explore.

Its construction took only
four weeks, helped along by
hours of volunteer work from
the school community to pre-
pare the site.

“Andrew Williams led an in-
credible team of volunteers for
two days to clear this whole
site, lay new drainage, and pre-
pare the middle base for our
installation,” school board pre-
siding member Shannon Burke
said.

“It’s been a huge community
effort to get to this point where
we are now. I'm actually really
proud of our little community
pulling something like this off,
this is massive.”

The grand opening took
place on the school’s Grand-
parents Day, and was attended
by a large crowd of students,
staff, and friends of Ngatea
School, along with the Board
of Trustees, Hauraki District
Mayor Toby Adams, and for-
mer school principals Len and

e

Lucy Hay. The blessing was
conducted by Normie Ander-
son.

Former Ngatea Primary
School student Donna Hoyle
cut the red ribbon. Her com-
pany, Playground Creations,
was the chosen vendor for the
build.

“All of our playgrounds we
create are special, but to do one
where I went to school - it’s a
privilege actually to have been
here to help create this amaz-
ing new play space,” she said.

Principal Neil Fraser said the
students were delighted to give
the equipment a test run ahead
of the opening.

“It’s been pretty hectic the
last probably four weeks, the
kids had to be on hard surfaces

only,” he said. “The teachers
had a play this morning first,
[and] each syndicate went on
for a half hour - it was absolute
chaos out there. The [old] one
was probably around 50 or 60
years old and it no longer met
health and safety requirements,
and because we have such a big
footprint we went big.”

The school received grants of
$307,000 for the project, from
the Ngatea Primary Kids First
Committee, Lottery Grants
Board, Grassroots  Trust,
Akarana Community Trust,
Blue Sky Community Trust,
and the Dragon Community
Trust.

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Rescue team recogmsed at national awards

he Te Aroha Paeroa Search
and Rescue team have been
recognised for a March 2024
operation which saw them as-
sist a hunter who had suffered
a severe leg fracture after a fall.

Made up of 21 volunteers, the
local search and rescue squad -
dubbed TAPSAR - was award-
ed the supreme award for out-
standing operation at the an-
nual New Zealand Search and
Rescue Awards.

Senior operational member
Jeremy Gamble told The Pro-
file he was proud of his team’s
efforts during the rescue of the
hunter, who had fallen on a
bush trail off the Tuahu Track,
south of Te Aroha.

The challenging terrain had
prevented the Westpac Res-
cue Helicopter from conduct-
ing an aerial extraction, so the
TAPSAR team leveraged their
local connections and secured
access to an adjacent private
property, enabling quicker ac-
cess to the patient.

With a St John Ambulance
officer in their ranks, pain re-
lief was able to be adminis-
tered.

“All searches are unique and
present slightly different risks
and challenges,” Jeremy said.

“In this instance, we were
fast approaching the end of
the day and loss of light, so we

needed to be able to quickly
provide a safe helicopter winch
site or perform a stretcher carry
on steep, rocky terrain.”
Established in 1994, Land
Search and Rescue New Zea-
land is a dedicated incorpo-
rated society providing special-

ist search and rescue services
across diverse environments,
including suburban, wurban,
wilderness, and rural areas.

TAPSAR covers much of the
Kaimai Range, from Paeroa to
Matamata, and are often work-
ing beyond that boundary.

Jeremy has been training
with LandSAR since its incep-
tion, and became a field mem-
ber in 1995.

“My father was involved with
the team, and we have always
loved getting into the bush,” he
said.

“I did head away for a bit
with travel and working over-
seas, but when we returned, I
rejoined in 2007.”

Jeremy said unresolved op-
erations were the hardest thing
about the work.

“I can’t think of how hard it
must be on a family ‘not know-
ing’,” he said.

“Conversely, getting some-
one home safe is the best.
When you make that first con-
tact with a lost party and the
relief washes over their face,
it’s a pretty cool moment.

“With the Kaimais on our
doorstep, lost or injured
trampers or hunters are the
most common occurrence.
However, we do get a variety of
searches for people in different
personal situations.”

TAPSAR’s volunteers come
from all walks of life and live
all over the district, including
Paeroa, Morrinsville, Te Aro-
ha, Matamata, and even Ham-
ilton.

Jeremy also said it was im-

portant to commend employ-
ers of search and rescue volun-
teers, as they wouldn’t be able
to get out into the field without
their support.

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Police accept
conduct findings in
Whitianga incident

olice have accepted the findings by

the Independent Police Conduct
Authority in relation to an incident in
Whitianga in March, 2023, in which
an officer drove his patrol car into an
offender.

Relieving Waikato District Com-
mander Superintendent Scott Gem-
mell said the incident
began after Police offic-
ers were called to a Whi-
tianga apartment com-
plex for a family harm
matter.

One officer went to
the address on foot and
a second officer went in
from another direction in
a patrol car.

car and punched the offender several
times.”

Police carried out an investigation
into the incident and the officer was
charged with common assault and as-
sault with intent to injure.

The case was tried before a judge and
jury in May, 2024, and the officer was
acquitted.

The offender was
charged with intentional
damage and intention-
ally injuring the officer
and was convicted in
court.

“As both matters have
already been traversed
through the courts, po-
lice will keep our com-

“When the officer drove
into the carpark, he saw the man who
had been involved in the family harm
incident. The man immediately started
yelling at the officer and smashed the
police car windscreen, shattering the
glass, which injured the officer,” he
said.

“The officer initially started driving
away but, concerned for his colleague
who had still not arrived at the scene,
he did a U-turn and then drove the pa-
trol car into the man.

“He has then got out of his patrol

ment limited except to
say that while we acknowledge this
was a confronting and unpredictable
situation for the officer involved, our
investigation and subsequent legal ad-
vice found the force used was excessive
and as such the officer was charged,”
Superintendent Gemmell said.

“An employment investigation re-
mains ongoing, and we cannot com-
ment on the specifics for privacy rea-
sons.

“We can confirm the officer remains
working for New Zealand Police.”

Coco and kittens saved

0co is a young

Bengal cat who
presented to the
Waih' clinic in Feb-
ruary after her own-
ers noticed she was
having difficulty giv-
ing birth.

Coco went into la-
bour in the early hours of the morning. After
successfully delivering one kitten on her own,
her contractions weakened, and a few hours
passed with no progress. Realising something
was wrong, Coco’s concerned owner rushed
her to the Waihi Clinic for help.

Upon arrival, an ultrasound revealed three
remaining kittens, all of which had strong
heartbeats. Coco, however, was no longer
showing signs of active labour, so it was time
for the Waihi team to intervene.

Dystocia, or difficulty giving birth, is a com-
mon condition in our companion animals.
It has many causes, including large or incor-

rectly aligned foetuses, obstructions in the
birth canal and uterine inertia. Dystocia can
be managed medically or surgically, depend-
ing on the cause and the animal’s health. As
Coco and her kittens were stable, the decision
was made to attempt medical management.

An initial dose of oxytocin stimulated
strong uterine contractions, and one more
kitten was born.

However, no more kittens came after ad-
ditional doses of oxytocin and calcium. A re-
peat ultrasound showed that the remaining
kittens’ heart rates were dropping, and an x-
ray revealed they were large and positioned
high in the uterus. It was clear that Coco could
not deliver the last two kittens naturally, so an
emergency C-section was performed.

Coco’s remaining kittens were safely deliv-
ered via C-section, and Coco was spayed to
prevent future litters. She recovered over-
night at the clinic with her newborn kittens.
Thanks to the attentive care of Coco’s owners
and the swift intervention by the Waihi team,
Coco and her kittens are all doing well.

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Water woes for museum with leaky roof

he Paeroa and District His-
torical Society Museum is
in dire need of a new roof.

The building, constructed in
the late 1930s and now owned
by the society, was the former
location of Plunket and the
town library.

Now home to Paeroa’s his-
tory, it’s filled with tales of the
town’s past in the form of arte-
facts, written histories, photo-
graphs, and other taonga.

However, the building is in
urgent need of maintenance.

Some items have already
been damaged beyond repair
from water damage, and mu-
seum volunteers fear the worst
for the rest of the collection if
repair funds cannot be found.

“We’ve got a very, very leaky
roof,” society president Gaye
Cleave said.

“It’s been running down the
wall in the museum and of
course if there’s photos on the
wall they suck it all up.

“So we've had certificates
there that are donkey’s years
old, that we've just had to
chuck out because the writing’s
all run in them.”

A newer addition to the
building has already had its
roof replaced, but the section
of roof over the older rooms is
another story.

And to complicate matters,
the guttering is concealed un-
der the roofing iron.

“That’s the way it was done
back in the day... you don’t see

the roof. You don’t know what’s
going on up there until it starts
leaking,” treasurer Kae Petch
said.

Quotes received by the com-
mittee have priced the repairs
at up to $15,000, or $45,000
to replace the entire roof with a
more modern one.

The committee is also wor-
ried about the written records

room, where buckets laid out
along the room’s edges need
regular emptying.

“There’s a lot of jubilee books
and centennial books and a lot
of family history books. There’s
a lot of scrapbooks of Papers
Past in there,” Kae said.

“But with it being damp all
the time, it really compromises
the integrity of that written his-

tory. This is my family history
in there as well. If T don’t look
after it, who’s going to?”

The society recently held
an event to raise funds for the
roof. The wedding memories
and high tea fundraiser fea-
tured a parade of models in
wedding dresses from different
eras, beginning in around the
1920s, and was a huge success -

all 120 tickets were snapped up
and the society raised around
$4000.

The committee is also apply-
ing for funding, Kae said, and
seeking assistance from Hau-
raki District Council as well.

“It’s very hard to get money
from anybody. I don’t believe
that [funding groups] see mu-
seums as something that’s a
funding priority,” Kae said.

“We used to get $6500 [from
council] which covered our in-
surance, but now they’ve cut it
to $5000 for this year, and it’s
down to $2000 for the follow-
ing two years.”

But the ladies said new mem-
bers, and volunteers, would
also help the museum’s efforts
along.

“We have membership fees
and people coming in the door,
which did increase last year, so
we’re hopeful that it will keep
increasing, but we've got to
try and keep up with things so
people are interested in com-
ing to the museum,” they said.

We're finding it very hard to
get helpers. Because no one
wants to come down here and
sit for three hours... so we've
just cut [the hours] back be-
cause we just can’t get the help.

“It’s just hopeless.”

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Sudden death shocks Thames community

As part of a Valley Profile series,
MEGHAN HAWKES explores
our local history by seeking out
stories of life and death in the
Thames Valley

“Get as much fun out of life as
you can, but do not expect anyone
else to pay for it,” were the words
of farewell that Professor R M Al-
gie remembered many years later
from James Adams, Thames High
School headmaster, to pupils as
they left school.

The professor, making a speech
in 1938, paid tribute to “that
fine headmaster” who made a
lasting impression on him.

It was this impressiveness
that saw Harold Bagnall, an old
Thames High pupil, salute Mr
Adams as he passed him in Auck-
land’s Lower Queen St in early
September, 1906. But when he re-
turned a few minutes later, James
Adams was dead.

Sixty-seven-year-old James
had just arrived from Thames by
steamer on a visit to his daughter,
Mrs Buchanan, of Remuera, who
met him at the wharf, together
with one of her brothers. They
then made their way rather quick-
ly to a tramcar at the lower Queen
St terminus when James suddenly
complained of feeling faint and al-
most immediately swooned away.

He was carried into Mr Hall’s
chemist shop where restoratives
were applied and he was attended
to by Drs Moir and Aickin, but
James never recovered.

The news of his sudden death
came as a great shock at Thames.
He had been in charge of the high
school for 26 years and his care of
the pupils was almost paternal.

On the steamer, James had
complained of heart pain, and the
city coroner, having learned that
Dr Lapraik, of Thames, had at-
tended James for heart trouble,
decided that an inquest was un-
necessary.

James was returned to Thames
by steamer. He left a widow, Anne,
and several adult children.

At Thames flags were flown at
half mast at schools and on public
buildings. At St George’s Church
Rev O’Callaghan gave an eloquent
sermon on sudden death. He
spoke of James’ sterling qualities,
which had earned him the esteem
of the whole community.

James was born in County
Kerry, Ireland, his family one of
many who struggled through the
potato famine. He was fortunately
well educated and gained teaching
qualifications at London Univer-
sity. He was appointed headmas-
ter of the Middle School, Doug-
las, Isle of Man, when he was 26.
James thought education should
be free for boys and girls and that
science and natural history were
important. He, his wife Anne and
their four children immigrated to
New Zealand in 1870, hoping that
the Scottish settlement at Duned-
in would foster his ideals.

But, unable to find a position
there, he was appointed assistant
master at the Grammar School in

James Adams before immigrating to

Parnell, Auckland. James became
headmaster in 1872, a post he held
for the next eight years. James’
interest in botany was furthered
by his friendship with Thomas
Cheeseman, a botany and zoology
teacher, and in future years they
went on many excursions in the
North and South Islands together.
James also published several bo-
tanical papers.

In 1880, James was appointed
headmaster at the new Thames
High School, after the initial ap-
pointment of Mr W Morrison
fell through. The formal opening
of the Thames High School took
place in the Baillie St school
room. Mayor Ehrenfried said
they had been very fortunate in
securing Mr Adams, a gentleman
of high scholastic attainments,
with a reputation of a successful
teacher, who had lifted the Parnell
school from a very small one to a

New Zealand.

position of high standing,

Dr Kilgour was rather more
cautious, saying Thames did not
posses many parents who could
afford to lay out eight guineas per
annum for having their children
educated at the High School.

Still he had no doubt that in
time Mr Adams, with his energy
and perseverance, would over-
come all difficulties and make the
institution a large and flourishing
one, which James ultimately did.

He and Anne had five more chil-
dren, and his interest in botany
led him into the orbit of Thames
chemist John William Hall, who
established New Zealand’s oldest
arboretum.

James’s funeral was attended by
all sections of the community and
an impressive service was held in
St George’s Church en route. As he
was a member of Lodge Sir Walter
Scott, the Masonic brethren at-
tended in black dress without re-
galia. Amongst the many wreaths
were tributes from the Board of
Governors, the High School pu-
pils, the old boys of Thames, and
individual past pupils from all
parts of the Auckland district.

James was buried at Tararu, his
epitaph reading in part “scholar,
gentleman, enthusiast, who loved
knowledge and truth, and hated
ignorance and cant”.

In August, 1907, a memorial,
an enlarged photograph of James,
said to be a ‘speaking likeness’,
was unveiled at the High School.

The Adams Memorial Prize for
mathematics was introduced as
well. A newspaper memorial no-
tice a year after his death remem-
bered James “who was instantly
removed on September 1, 1906, in
the flood tide of his strenuous life.

New falé a tribu to late

Paeroa Christian School offi-
cially opened its new Island
Falé (house) on April 11, in a
heartfelt dedication ceremony.

The wooden structure, lo-
cated on the front lawn of the
school, was dedicated to the
memory of former principal
Lance Nancekivell and will
serve as a reminder of the
school’s numerous mission
trips to Samoa and Fiji.

Lance, who was the school’s
principal for 17 years, began
taking the school’s senior stu-
dents on mission trips in 2006.

“In previous years we’d take
year eight students on a New
Zealand day adventure some-
where, but Lance wanted more
than that,” former teacher Jill
Robertson said.

“He wanted them to experi-
ence another culture, to open
their eyes to a world beyond
Paeroa where God was at work,
and a world where maybe they
had a contribution to make.”

Royce said the school wanted
the falé to be a place of shelter,
connection, and meaning.

“It’s a significant thing, not
because it’s an amazing struc-
ture, it’s just what it repre-
sents,” he said.

“[It’s] a physical reminder
of our school’s mission pro-
gramme and a lasting sym-
bol of one of our core values,
manaakitanga. Manaakitanga
calls us to care deeply, serve
selflessly and honour others in
all we do.

“And in the world that we
live in with so many broken
connections, it’s actually much
more important that we're in-
tentional about it. So it’s good
that people have come. We've

and current principal Royce
McMurtrie said the spirit of the
trips remained after Lance’s
died in 2022.

“I was fortunate to go on the
last trip to Fiji - it was my first
mission trip as principal of the
school. And man, it impacted
me,” he said.

They were
about building genuine rela-
tionships, sharing lives, and
living out the love of Christ in
practical and powerful ways.

“I'm absolutely passionate
about keeping Lance’s legacy
going by having that mission

trip be part of the culture of our
school.”

The falé was funded from
a generous donation by a
school family, who asked that
it be spent on a project for the
school.

Its opening was attended by
school students, faculty, and

former students, along with the
wider school community. Also
in attendance were Lance’s wife
Lynley Nancekivell, and Meliki
and Ola Talolo, the managers
of Oasis Farm in Fiji where the
missions currently take place.
The falé was built by charity
group MMM New Zealand, who

got ex-students who went on
previous mission trips here to-
day and ex-staff, so it’s really
drawn in people that have been
connected to our school for the
past 20-plus years.”

ighty-three locals who par-
ticipated in the Thames
Community Centre’s driver
programme went on to con-
tribute hundreds of volunteer
hours to organisations in 2024.

Now, to continue this cycle of
giving back, more mentors are
needed to support future driv-
ers and help sustain the com-
munity impact.

The Thames Community
Centre, on MacKay St, runs
a Driver and Volunteer Pro-
gramme which sees them pay-
ing for driver license test fees,
lessons, courses and mentored
driving practice for people who
are willing to give volunteer
hours back to the community.

Prize for student 1nterested in ‘all thlngs water’

University of Waikato stu-
ent’s love for water science,
sparked from a series of child-
hood moments enjoying the creek
below her family home in the
Hauraki Plains, has been awarded
the Water Sciences Prize.

At the March meeting of Wai-
kato Regional Council, 20-year-
old Morgan Harris was presented
with the prize, established in 1990
by Sir Ross Jansen with the Uni-
versity of Waikato Earth Sciences
Department.

The water sciences prize of
book vouchers worth $500 is
awarded annually to the student
who shows outstanding ability in
water science papers taught in the
Faculty of Science and Engineer-
ing.

Morgan’s love for water science
began early, with the creek below
her family’s home in Patetonga
where she built dams and rafts
with her siblings, and noticed the
temperature and depth change
with the seasons.

“One year a beloved kayak
washed away during heavy rain,
and I often saw parts of the plains
flooded on our drive to school
along the Piako River,” she said.

“My first experience with water
testing was with EcoQuest Educa-
tion Foundation who let me join
in with their research projects as
a 15-year-old.

“I was shocked to learn the in-
vertebrates in a stream could tell
us about its health and couldn’t
wait to test the creek at home.”

Together with a love for the

planet and desire to help others,
this passion ultimately led to a
Bachelor of Climate Change with
a major in Environmental Science
at the University of Waikato.

“The interdisciplinary nature of
the degree has equipped me with
a diverse skillset to tackle complex
climate-related challenges.

“It has also solidified my inter-

est in all things water,”
said.

“I'm beyond grateful to have
had some amazing lecturers who
fostered and directed my pas-
sions. I've loved my every encoun-
ter with atmospheric science, hy-
drology and freshwater ecology at
the university.”

Having completed her under-

graduate degree, Morgan has
been undertaking a research pro-
ject with the university, explor-
ing the intersection of river flood
timescales and community vul-
nerability in New Zealand.

The research project will lead
into her Master of Science, where
she will continue to focus on ex-
treme rainfall and its impacts

as part of a new research group
Climate Extremes and Societal
Impacts (CLESI) led by Dr Luke
Harrington.

Morgan is combining recent
NIWA data on catchment flood
timescales and climate-driven
precipitation intensification with
socioeconomic metrics like the
New Zealand Deprivation Index.

“In practice, this project has
involved me learning ArcGIS and
trying to make useful, and hope-
fully pretty, maps and graphs of
vulnerability across New Zealand.

“My passion for interdiscipli-
nary work drives my research
and my future career aspirations.
I know that planning for climate
change requires understanding
both physical risks and socio-eco-
nomic vulnerabilities.”

Waikato Regional Council chair
Pamela Storey said: “Morgan’s
dedication to this field is precisely
the kind of passion and know-how
we aim to foster with this prize”.

“The prize is not just a recogni-
tion of individual achievement; it
is also a call to action. We hope
that by celebrating Morgan’s ac-
complishments, we can inspire
more young people to pursue
studies in environmental science
and build the capability we need
for a sustainable future.

“Our region faces significant
environmental challenges, and
the more talented individuals we
have on board, the better we can
develop innovative solutions and
ensure the health and resilience of
our natural environment.”

The Parawai School hall was
filled with bright minds on
April 9 and 10, as the school
played host to two competition
rounds of the annual EPro8 Chal-
lenge.

Students from a number of
schools across the Thames Valley
participated in the Thames heats,
with year 7-8 students competing
on April 9, and year 5-6 students
taking their turns on April 10.

Around 35,000 students across
New Zealand compete in the sci-
ence and engineering competition
each year, testing their problem-
solving skills in a number of engi-
neering-based challenges.

This year, students were tasked
with building working electronic
models of things like motorised
barrier arms, a foosball table
with electronic scoreboard, and
shopping trolleys with automatic
turning. Each four-person team

was provided with a wide array
of electronic and construction
equipment, basic tools like tape
measures and screwdrivers, and a
booklet of instructions.

The participating teams at
the two sessions were from Hi-
kuai School, Matatoki School,
Moanataiari Kura, Ngatea School,
Parawai School, Puriri School, St
Joseph Catholic School Waihi,
Tairua School, Waih1 East School,
and Waitakaruru School.

Tairua School took out the
year 5-6 heat, with second place
going to Moanataiari Kura and
third to Matatoki School. For the
year 7-8 teams, the first and third
place prizes went to teams from
Parawai School, while second
place was won by Ngatea School.

The top-placing teams will go
on to compete in the Waikato re-
gional semi-finals.

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Resilience a legacy for Ngatea Rugby & Sports

Resilience is woven into the fab-
ric of the Ngatea Rugby & Sports
Club.

It's something that began with the
club’s origins in 1922, and once again
with the club’s reformation in 1975.
The club has undergone multiple
transformations across the decades,
each adding a unique chapter to its
rich history.

But something that has remained
throughout seasons of change and
adversity is the club’s strength and
perseverance.

Ngatea Rugby & Sports Club life
member and former president Grae-
me ‘Scruffy’ Hughes told The Profile
when the new era for the club kicked
off in 1975, there were four key peo-
ple who “got it all back up and go-
ing”: Ted Engebretsen, Des Holden,
Neil Barker and Les Pyke.

The previous club, Hauraki College
Old Boys Rugby Football Club, went
into recess in 1971, and after discus-
sions and a vote, the Ngatea Rugby
Football Club was revived in 1975
and Ted Engebretsen was elected
president. With Des Holden as coach
and Les Pyke as manager, the club
entered a team in the Thames Valley
Senior Reserve Grade.

One notable game and the start
of many close encounters between
the clubs, was the Ngatea vs Hau-
raki North Rugby Football Club clash
where Hauraki North won seven
points to six.

A second Ngatea team was intro-
duced in the Thames Valley compe-

tition in 1976. This Third Grade team
was coached by Barrie Richards and
managed by Dave Connors.

The number of players increased
and by 1978, Ngatea entered three
teams into the Thames Valley Rugby
Football Union competition; Senior
Second Division coached by Des Hold-
en, Senior Third Division coached by
John Dillon and the Third Grade team
coached by Rex Holden and Keith
Courtney.

One highlight for the club was
when they snapped up all their games
played against their close neighbours;
Hauraki North during the 1978 rugby
season.

Another highlight was the Ngatea
Third Division and Third Grade teams
winning the Thames Valley competi-

tions which were the first champion-
ships the club had won.

The Ngatea Third Division team
went on to win the competition for
three consecutive years. The reason
for this success was due to coach John
Dillon. John was a respected club
member and mentor, he “got on with
everyone and was an awesome guy”.

But the club needed a place to call
home. It was September, 1979, when
construction work commenced on the
new clubrooms, built by Ron Burton
and opened in 1980. “We did a hell of
a lot of fundraising such as picking up
hay to get the club opened.”

However, it wasn’t always smooth
sailing for the club.

There were seasons of sadness with
the loss of valued club members, Phil

growth 20 years ago.

‘Buff’ Buffet, who played for the Third
Division, Dave Connors, who man-
aged the Third Grade and Under 21
teams, and Pat Hughes, who not only
was the club’s treasurer, but painted
and wallpapered the interior and ex-
terior of the clubrooms in 1980.

The club also faced some chal-
lenges during a low patch in the mid
1990s and that’s when Eddie Staiger,
Nola Walker and Ted Engebretsen and
others kept it going.

Luckily by the late 1990s, John Dil-
lon, Mark Richards and then presi-
dent Steve Darrah fielded a Second
Division team which paved the way to
the resurgence of the club. Adrienne
Watson was an integral part of the
club management in the early 2000s,
being secretary for eight years.

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Encouragement and support froma
tight band of club members and sup-
porters helped the club get through
the challenges.

The Ngatea Rugby & Sports Club
remains proud of the fact it’s the only
club in the Thames Valley to have
fielded five teams in a season.

The years between 2000 and 2012
saw development in the club with the
2005 Team showing the mahi and re-
silience to win the Leach Memorial
Cup, Lawrence Memorial Champion-
ship, Westfalia Cup and the Points
Cup and went on to win again in 2006,
2008 and 2009.

“The Ngatea Rugby & Sports Club
extends a huge thank you to everyone
who has supported the Club’s journey
in reaching their 50th anniversary.”

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‘You play to enjoy the game Ted s life of rugby

|n the history of any club, there are
people whose contributions stand
the test of time.

Edward ‘Ted’ Engebretsen is one of
those individuals whose dedication
to the Ngatea Rugby & Sports Club
has left a mark on its legacy.

As the club’s first-ever player and
administrator to become a life mem-
ber, Ted wasn’t just an early sup-
porter but one of the key people
instrumental in the club’s reforma-
tion in 1975 - when he was elected
president.

But it doesn’t stop there.

Ted, now 81, who shifted to Ngatea
from Palmerston in 1970 with wife
Glenys or ‘Glenn’, became the Ngatea
Rugby Football Club (NRFC) delegate
to the Thames Valley Rugby Football
Union (TVRFU), and later went on to
become the TVRFU president from
2007 to 2012, and patron from 2016
to 2021.

Ted also became a life member of
the TVRFU, which recognised his con-
tributions to rugby in the community.

He was also a patron of the NRFC
and the Ngatea Rugby and Sports
Club (NR&SC) until 2024.

The most significant part for Ted
during his presidency at the club was
the encouragement from the people
around him, he said.

“It was very important to have sup-
port from everybody,” he said.

“And | was lucky over the years to
have good secretaries, treasurers,
bloody good club captains, a good ac-
tive committee.

Representatives team around 1953.

“I had a very good committee
around me, and they passed their en-
thusiasm down onto the rugby play-
ers and the management and things
like that to work well.”

But rugby wasn’t just a thing to do -
it was something that ran in the Enge-
bretsen family.

The rugby legend was one of four
brothers who grew up “playing rugby
all day, all night” out in the backyard
or in the paddock, he said.

“It was just a natural thing, that’s
what young country boys did, they
played rugby, you know?”

Ted said he remembered his dad,
Bill Engebretsen, teaching them how
to tackle when he was about four

years old.

But the family sport genes didn’t
stop there.

Ted and Glenn have three daugh-
ters: Kylie, Hayley and Lauren, who
were involved in all sorts of sports,
including swimming, hockey, cricket
and rugby.

Lauren followed her dad’s foot-
steps into rugby and played for Wai-
kato University and then made her
debut in the New Zealand Black Ferns
in 2004.

It was clear how significant rugby
was for Ted’s family.

One memorable moment for Ted
was from around 1953, when he
played in a primary school tourna-

ment for his team, the Rangitikei Pri-
mary School Rugby Representatives,
he said.

“That’s really when rugby became
really important to me.”

But Ted’s passion for the sport was
propelled by his intention: “you play
to enjoy the game”.

“All I wanted to do was just to go

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A history of Ngatea Rugby & Sports from 1975 to 2025

1975 Ngatea Rugby Football Club was
formed. Ted Engebretsen is elected
president. Ngatea entered a team in the
Thames Valley Senior Reserve Grade.
1976 Ngatea had two teams in the
Thames Valley Club competition - the
senior reserve and a new third grade
team. Ngatea senior reserves won against
Tairua Rugby Football Club and became
known as ‘the unpredictables’.

1977 Senior reserve team won their com-
petition, the McDonald cup, and gained
promotion to the TVRFU second division
competition.

1978 Ngatea had three teams in the
TVRFU Club competition - senior second
division, senior third division and the
third grade team. The Ngatea RFC third
division team and third grade team won
the championship.

1979 Ngatea fielded three teams in the
Thames Valley RFU competition. The
third division team went on to win the
comp for the second year in succession.
The under 21’s capped off another suc-
cessful season by winning the TVRFU un-
der 21 competition, also for the second
year in succession. In September, con-
struction began on the new club rooms.
1980 The new clubrooms were opened
by the then president of the New Zea-
land RFU, Mr Frank O’Connor. Second
division team won their competition
and the Leach Memorial Cup and gained
promotion to the first division. Third di-
vision team won their third consecutive
season. Sad losses for the club with the
deaths of Phil Buffet, Dave Connors and
Pat Hughes.

1981 Ngatea RFC fielded three teams
in the TVRFU competition. Senior A
team member Irvine Campbell made his
Thames Valley RFU debut.

1982 The club entered five teams in the
Thames Valley club competition and
were the only club in the Thames Valley
to do so.

Steve Hayward made his senior A
debut for Ngatea RFC in 1989 at 18.

1983 Ngatea RFC remained in the senior
A competition throughout the 1983 sea-
son, beating rivals Hauraki North to avoid
relegation. The team was coached by Pop
Taipari.

1984 A whole new coaching regime was
introduced at Ngatea RFC with the arrival
of Norman Pratt, who was appointed as
the senior A team coach. Senior A fin-
ished in the top four of the Thames Val-
ley competition over a five year period. A
number of Ngatea Senior A players went
on to gain representative honours with
the Thames Valley RFU team.

1988 One highlight of the season was
the under 21s team making it through to
the finals. Ngatea senior A team captain
Irvine Campbell was appointed the cap-
tain of the Thames Valley rep team which
went on to win the NZRFU third division

1989 Steve Hayward made his Senior A
debut for Ngatea RFC in 1989 at the age
of 18. He made his Thames Valley debut
in 1990 and continued to play for Ngatea
for many years.

Steve’s grandfather, Hugh Hayward, was
a great supporter of the Ngatea RFC for
many years.

His father, Bill, played for and coached
Ngatea RFC teams for many years and
his son’s, Shaun and Adrian, both play for
Ngatea.

FOOTBALL

As the full-time whistle blew at Rhodes
Park, the dejection on the faces of the
Thames Football Club squad told the
story. A second straight 5-3 defeat —
this time at the hands of Waikato Uni-
col Reserves — marked a disappointing
start to the season.

Beneath a brilliant blue sky, the day
started well for the hosts, as a deep
Ben Taylor corner was collected by
Clark Veal, who teed up Michael Kim
on the edge of the area. Kim struck a
low, rasping drive into the bottom-left
corner, giving the keeper no chance.
Unicol promptly regrouped and began
to assert attacking pressure of their
own. Thames initially withstood the
onslaught well, with Elliott Wilson’s
superb goal-line clearance keeping the
visitors at bay. With the first half draw-
ing to an end, a momentary lapse in
concentration proved costly. Towering
center-back Xander Hearfield launched
a long free kick into the Thames box,
prompting a moment of hesitation
from young goalkeeper Kobe Brown,

and the ball bounced uncontested

into the unguarded net.

Unciol carried their momentum into
the second half, immediately testing
the Thames backline with a series of
shots and crosses. A searching ball
into the box landed at the feet of Tyr-
rell Henderson, who poked home from
close range to give Unicol the lead. It

was the ever-reliable Kim who pulled
Thames back into the game, splitting
the Unicol defense with a pinpoint pass
to Caio Araujo. The flamboyant striker
took it in his stride and applied a trade-
mark side-footed finish, equalizing with
his second goal in as many games.

The game then became an entertain-
ing end-to-end contest, with both sides

probing for a winner. Brown repelled
a close-range header in the Thames
goal before a slick turn and shot from
Veal, who was imperious all afternoon,
forced a smart save down the other.

It was nip and tuck until the 80th min-
ute when Unicol retook the lead in
bizarre fashion. A looping defensive
clearance from Hearfield sailed over

everyone and into the Thames goal,
catching Brown off-guard. Thames ap-
peared deflated but rallied forward in
a late attempt to salvage the game.
Despite the effort, it was Unicol that
struck the killer blow - a swift coun-
terattack saw the ball fall to Cameron
Mckay, who sneaked the ball into the
far corner to make it 4-2. With minutes
remaining, Thames fought back again
as a Xavier Brown corner found the un-
marked Taylor, who powerfully headed
home. The chance of a dramatic finish
was quickly distinguished as a flowing
Unicol move down the right culminat-
ed with a low cross, which was neatly
turned in by Brad Sissons at the near
post - sending the visitors to the top of
the table.
Unicol headed back to Hamilton,
content with all three points, while
Thames continued to languish at the
wrong end of the table. The Easter
break offers a chance to reflect - with a
testing away trip to Morrinsville loom-
ing large. Final score Thames FC 3 - 5
Waikato Unicol Reserves.
